Also, be
confident. If you like yourself, others will probably like you
too.

Develop listening skils. Don't take
over the conversation and don't only speak about yourself
Ask other people questions about themselves too. This way
they'll know you're interested in them.

Don't avoid being around new people
just because you feel uncomfortable. If you stay in a
situation, you'll get used to it. It's not easy, but it's worth It.
After all, the other person may want to talk to you as well -
but be too shy to break the ice!

British people are quite reserved
when greeting one another. A
handshake is the most common form
of greeting when you meet someone
for the first time.
